 ‘Neath the Rim Open Studio Tour 
  Tour Dates: May 4, 5, 6, 2012
  Time: 10:00 am to 5:00 pm

 
Since the year 2000, ‘Neath the Rim Open Studio Tour has been presented and juried 
by the Payson Art League.  During the Tour, artists are encouraged to hold ongoing 
demonstrations of their art medium.  Each Studio is encouraged to offer light refreshments 
to visitors.  The Tour times are from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm and are free to the attending 
public.  Studios are expected to remain open during all hours of the Tour.
 
Studio locations will be limited to 25, and participating artists to 50.  Each artist provides 
their own set up.  No more than 4 artists per studio.
 
Artists who have not participated in any PAL shows or tours must be juried.  To be 
juried, send 3 photos/digital images (indicate which way is up) along with descriptions 
of your work with the application. These also will be used for publicity.  If not accepted, 
notification will be mailed to you along with your check and photos.
 
The artist or artisan must handcraft all work, which must be of his/her original design.  
Acceptable items include all media artwork: painting, sculpture, etchings, prints, silk 
screen, photography, jewelry (gold, silver, copper, lapidary, glass, enamel), ceramics, clay, 
stained glass, other glass objects, rock, wood (carved or lathe), decorative wood, metal (cut, 
shaped and finished by hand), fiber art, pine needle craft and leather.
 
Each artist donates one small piece of current work or print to the PAL Education 
Committee Raffle.  Each donated item shall be displayed at the exhibiting studio.  All 
proceeds from the raffle go to art education throughout Rim Country. 
 
Each studio must display a list of Payson Art League advertisers.
 
Each artist is required to have an AZ transaction tax ID number and is responsible for 
collecting sales tax established for the studio location and shall submit a report to the AZ 
Dept of Revenue.
 
Application fees will be refunded with a 45 day notification before the tour in case of  
serious illness or family death.
